Psi Beta offers the opportunity to participate in national, regional, and local psychological
association programs, including paper and poster presentations at professional

conferences.

Psychological Association (APA) and the Association for Psychological Science (APS).

Psi Beta membership meets one of the requirements for entrance at the GS-7 level (2
levels higher) in numerous occupations in Federal service.
